Soil Texture Chart Worksheet: 

Follow the steps for example #1


1. Have the map facing you so you can read the “Percent Sand” heading



The correct percentage should be 10 % for sand – each tick mark at the 

bottom is 10 % and it increases as you move to the left. All the 

way to 100% at the very edge!


2. Turn the chart so you can easily read the “percent clay” heading



The correct percentage for this one would be 20 % as the first line you 

come to that intersects your point is the 2nd line…you have 20% of clay present. 


3. You should be able to subtract from 100 to find your third % but I recommend 

testing it with the subtraction after you calculate the third %


4. Turn the chart so you can easily read the “Percent Silt” heading



you should be on the 7th line down the side of the silt chart. Therefore 

having 70% silt in your sample. 


5. You have completed the three sides. You should add up to 100% to check!
